
Rome installs Herod the Great
as Judea's (puppet) King

Siege of Jerusalem: Pompey con-
queres Jerusalem and enters the
Holy of Holies of the 2nd Temple
Gaius Octavian (Augustus) is born

Consulship of Julius Caesar

Julius Caesar invades Britain

Julius Caesar is murdered.
Octavian joins Mark Antony and
Marcus Aemilius Lepidus as tri-
leaders (2nd Triumvirate)

Through many & constant war campaigns
Octavian has conquered and defeated his
enemies. He is named Pharaoh over Egypt

Octavian is granted the title Caesar
Augustus, ushers in Pax Romana, stability,
and economic pros-perity throughout the
empire for the next 200 years

Virgil's "Aeneid" is finished, solidifying
the deified history of Caesar Augustus

Proposed birth of Jesus,
Herod massacres children,
flight to Egypt

Golden eagle statue incident
and subsequent executions.

Herod Archelaus is removed, Judea is
placed directly under Roman rule, Gov.
Quirinius, who institues official census
(Luke 2:1)

Caesar Augustus dies, is officially deified,
Tiberius (his adopted son) becomes emperor

Jesus three-year ministry,
death and resurrection
(approximate dates)

Under Nero's great wave of Christian
persecution, Paul and Peter are martyred

First Jewish-Roman war. Zealots
lay siege to the Temple

Jewish factions fight for power, Zealots
prevail and begin massacring the common
people, remain in power. Rome goes thru
four emperors, ending with Vespasian

Rome sacks and burns Jerusalem,
destroys the Temple

Tiberius dies, Caligula rules

Caligula assassinated,
Claudius reigns Rome captures Jewish hold-

out at Masada, mass suicide
