Mark 16:1 Jesus in the tomb

The women purchase
spiced during the day
and prepare prior to

sundown.



The Lord of the Sabbath
rises some time during the

Sabbath

The women have to wait
through a second Sabbath

Weekly Sabbath

(no work allowed)

First Day of the Week
early before dawn
Matthew 28:1
Mark 16:2
Luke 24:1 The women arrive at the

tomb at daybreak and find
it empty.

As Jesus calls us to "think differently" perhaps this might lend some
explanation to Jesus' prediction that he would spend three days and three
nights in death. Who knows, and does it really matter?
